You know that solid 
‘’klunk’’ you get when you 
pull the key out of  your 
996/986 or earlier Porsche? 
That’s the sound that the 
steering wheel lock makes 
when it is engaged. If  you 
are not hearing it, then the electrical 
portion of  the ignition switch may be 
starting to fail.

When this happens in 
964, 968, 993, 986 and 996 
cars, the electrical system 
is still powering the air 
bag and climate controls 
(and navigation system, if  
equipped) and can draw the 
battery down and eventually 
kill the battery.

On earlier cars as far 
back as1984 Carreras and 928s, the 
‘’comfort relay’’ will keep the power 
windows on. The comfort relay’s job is 

to allow you to raise your windows if  
you’ve pulled out the key but not yet 
opened the doors. Eventually, the car 
can have intermittent problems, like the 
a/c or the radio won’t come on.

I was fortunate to meet 
up with Randy Pobst who 
was gracious enough to 
sign the dash of  my 2000 
SuperCup race car. This 
was meaningful to me as 
Randy drove my car in the 
Porsche SuperCup race 
at Indy in support of  the 
F1 race in 2000. Love the 

history of  our race cars and the experi-
ences the pro drivers had in them.  

As in past years, the few minor inci-
dents on the first race event day, Friday 
practice, I think had a lot to do with the 
adrenalin of  getting on the track, espe-
cially for our drivers from up north who 
mostly put their cars away in October or 
November and bring them out again for 
their first race with us some four/five 
months since last racing. By Saturday, 
the real races began. Each race group 
had two sprint races on Saturday. The 
rest of  the weekend went well for me 
and most of  my fellow racers. By Sun-
day’s enduros, only the strong survived 
and, again, the weather was great for all 
the 90-minute enduros. 

I must mention the great effort pro-
vided by all the race volunteers who so 
graciously work at various jobs during 
the weekend so we racers can go out 
and play. In addition to the racers, there 
is a DE group for the experienced DE 
drivers from all over the country. 

If  you have never come out to this 
race, plan to do so next year. It is truly 
an amazing collection of  Porsches to 
see up close and at speed. You might 
even see a rare giant flamingo split-
ting the race cars as they enter the 
track from the grid. Now, that is a sight 
to behold.
